WATER FILTRATION AND TREATMENT

SERVICING (customer’s responsibility)

• In order to ensure maximum safety and correct operation of the Roller, always check 
that the water level in the pool remains constant and complies with the manufacturer’s 
requirements (for greater comfort, use an overflow and a water level regulator).

• A water level that is too high is due to the overflow being obstructed by leaves or other 
items.

• A water level that is too low means that there is a risk of blockage.

• In case of a recess or a handrail, the water level must be controlled by a level regulator.

• Programme filtration to take place at a time when the sun is shining on the pool and ensure 
that it is set to work continuously when the water reaches 28°C.

• In order to ensure that your installation will last, the water in the pool must be correctly 
treated in compliance with the applicable standards and recommendations (NF EN 16713-3).

• The pH, hardness and alkali levels of the water must be checked and adjusted as often as is 
necessary (although you will need to ensure that you don’t correct these three parameters 
independently of each other but do so using the Taylor table and balance the water with 
regard to the three parameters analysed).

• Carry out a deep clean of the slats twice per year (the first time in the year it is used 
and prior to wintering). This is even more important if the water in the pool is hard. 
To do so, use a pressure washer with hot water and a descaling cleaning product 
(Décalcit super).

• Also ensure that you regularly clean the fastening kits especially the anchor to avoid 
it getting stuck. We recommend annual greasing of the anchor to ensure that the 
system works as well as possible. 

• It is best to inspect the entire system if the cover is forced to bear unexpected weight 
at any time (if anything falls on it).

• Carry out an annual check of the straps.

• For optimal solar sensor performance, clean it regularly using a window cleaning 
product.

MAINTENANCE

• All interventions must be carried out by a professional, who will contact the manufacturer if 
necessary.

• All spare parts must come from the manufacturer or comply with applicable standards.

• Inspect the cover thoroughly.

• It is necessary to check at the start of every season and if any accident has occurred (if 
anything has fallen onto the cover, if hail has struck the cover, if the cover has had to bear 
any abnormal weight etc…) check that none of the slats has sustained any visible damage 
that may affect the safety of the cover (cracked slats, holes, deformations, etc…). Make sure 
that you change the slats or the entire cover if required.

• In summer or in winter: do not place an opaque sheet over the cover: this may damage the 
slats due to high temperature.

• Check the state of the straps (seams) and in particular the wear on the anti-abrasion 
sleeve. If the latter is no longer fulfilling its role of protecting the strap against abrasions 
from the pool copings, then replace it

At the first sign of the batteries losing power, recharge them.
NEVER LET THE BATTERIES LOSE COMPLETELY THEIR CHARGE.

Connect the batteries to the charger (check the polarity). Plug 
the charger in. It will switch on automatically to the correct volt-
age and the charging process will begin. The red LED shows that 
charging is underway. When the charge is complete, the red LED 
will be switched off and the batteries are then powered by a 
maintenance charge (see charger instructions).
Precaution: Keep your charger in a dry place. Do not recharge the bat-
teries close to the pool, but instead do so in a dry place.
Minimum recharging time: 48 hrs

WINTERING

• Position the cover in the closed position and keep the water level constant in 
accordance with the manufacturer's recommendations.

• During the winter season, in the event of snowfall, it is essential to remove snow 
from the roof using a brush with a telescopic handle.

• Snow should be removed from the cover using a blunt tool (such as a synthetic 
floor brush or broom).

• Winterise the pool according to its geographical location.

• Close the cover in the safety position.

• Leave the batteries connected to the reel and do not cover the solar panel.

• We recommend installing an Ivernéa winter cover or an Ivernéa Plus protective 
cover to protect the cover from UV rays and dirt.
